ROMAN GOLD COINS AND MEDALLIONS, PIERCED OR LOOPED, 
FROM THE COLLECTIONS OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM OF UKRAINIAN 

HISTORY IN KYÏV

The group of Roman gold coins and medallions under discussion comprises 
a  total of 61 coins and medallions, pierced (one specimen with a double piercing, 
presumably post-medieval) or with traces of removed loops (in one specimen the loop 
is still in place).1 Their period of issue extends from Antoninus Pius (AD 145–161) to 
Valentinian II (AD 375–378). Omitted from the discussion are pierced gold Barbar-
ian imitations and gold and electrum coins of the Bosporan Kingdom (9 specimens) 
which could not be traced conclusively to the collection of King Stanislas August 
although it is not entirely out of the question that one or more originally were part of 
that group. The coins and medallions with holes and loops very likely originated from 
finds made on the territory of the Barbaricum; therefore they are discussed separately 
below.

We were able to trace back to the royal collection2 at least 34 specimens, i.e., 
over 50% of the coins and medallions published here. It is possible that a further 27 
belonged to the same collection originally but this we could not confirm because they 
lacked their original fuller descriptions. A certain, presumably small, lot of coins had 
entered the collection at a later date, either when it was in the keeping of the Tadeusz 
Czacki School at Krzemieniec (currently: Kremenets), or when the group had been 
moved to Kyïv.

The practice of making holes in gold coins and medallions, generally little known 
within the Roman Empire,3 is seen on the territory of the Barbaricum during the

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third century, where it developed on a wider scale during the second half of the same 
century (phase C2 of the Late Roman Period).4 The first loops appeared in the days 
of the Tetrarchy and fully replaced holes under the Constantine Dynasty (phase C3 of 
the Late Roman Period). The presence, from Antonine emperors onwards, of holes 
and the introduction of the first loops on coins, was connected to the extended cir-
culation of gold within the Empire and its — presumably — even longer use on the 
territory of Barbaricum. Early during the fourth century many perforated coins were 
provided with a loop, the bottom part of which blocked the perforation (presumably, 
no. 34 in our group). On solidi from the time of the late Constantine emperors and 
the Valentinian dynasty, holes basically no longer occur. The rare exceptions tend to 
date from the modern age.

The hole is almost always above the head or bust of the emperor (sometimes, 
slightly to the side), which shows it was made from the obverse face, something which 
was of particular relevance in coins with reversed axes. In many specimens, presum-
ably for technical reasons dictated by the thickness of the coin, the perforation was 
made from both sides, i.e., usually, starting from the obverse side and completing the 
job from the reverse. Holes positioned differently than above the head of the emperor 
and double opposite holes may be suspected of being post-medieval. In coin descrip-
tions given in the Catalogue the position of the piercing on the obverse is given in 
terms of the hours on the dial of a clock. 

The Museum of Ukrainian History has in its keeping an exceptionally large 
number of gold coins with a hole or a loop. Nearly all the specimens struck during 
the second half of the third century have a hole. This regularity suggests that this 
group was probably assembled largely from local finds. We can attempt to narrow 
down the area of provenance of these coins and medallions. One clue is their place 
of issue. Out of 28 specimens dated from the period of 100 years, Aurelian to Valen-
tinian II, only two were struck in the west (Trier), five in Rome, and the remainder 
at south-eastern and eastern mints, mainly Antioch and Cyzicus. Thus, with a good 
degree of probability we may attribute most of these coins and medallions to the 
so-called Gothic Dančeny-Brangstrup horizon of Wielbark and Chernyakhiv cultures, 
and from the geographical standpoint, mainly the territory of N. Ukraine (Volhyn in 
particular), and E. Poland (E. Mazovia, Podlachia and Lublin Region). Naturally, we 
cannot rule out other areas, e.g., the Przeworsk culture territory, especially, the area of 
Małopolska (Lesser Poland), as evidenced by the provenance of the Licinius I medal-
lion (no. 55). On the other hand, the relatively small number of fifth century solidi 
indicates that these coins and medallions are unlikely to be finds from the region of 
Pomerania (or possibly, just a handful of them are). Consequently, the area of prov-
enance would be the territory of the First Polish Republic (until its partitions during 
the late 18th century), of the later Congress Kingdom of Poland and the Governorate 
of Kiev (currently Kyïv) in the Russian Empire. Coin finds from this particular area 
could have found their way into the collection of King Stanislas August, the Krze-
mieniec School and, finally, Saint Vladimir University in Kiev.

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Coins with a hole or loop possibly deriving from the same territory are also found 
in the collections of the National Ossoliński Institute (Ossolineum) in Wrocław5 and 
the V.N. Karazin National University at Kharkiv.6 Consequently, they illustrate an 
identical phenomenon observed in case of gold coins in the Kyïv collection. The Osso-
lineum at present holds twelve Roman gold coins with holes — one issue each, of 
Nero,7 Antoninus Pius,8 Postumus,9 Probus, Carinus, Theodosius II, Valentinian III, 
as well as five specimens of Trajan Decius, one struck for Herennia Etruscilla, with 
two perforations. Moreover, the Ossoliński Institute has in its collections a looped and 
framed tremissis of Theodosius II.10

Early in the twentieth century the Kharkiv collection included eight pierced aurei 
one each of Antoninus Pius, Faustina the Elder, Gordian III and Trajan Decius, and 
two each of Elagabalus and Carinus. The collection was rounded off by a solidus of 
Constantine the Great from the mint at Treveri, provided with a loop, and a solidus 
of Theodosius II with a hole.11 It is interesting that in the pieces held by the Imperial 
University in Kharkhov only four gold coins issued prior to the reign of Honorius had 
no holes although we cannot rule out that at least some of them originally had loops 
which were removed later.

Overall, the chronological structure of the coins and medallions with holes and 
loops from the three collections named above is as follows: from the first century AD 
there is the aureus of Nero from the Ossoliński Institute collections, whereas the sec-
ond century is represented by eight coins, five of them struck under Antoninus Pius, 
two during the reign of Septimius Severus, in the period 198–200. Four pierced aurei 
are issues of emperors Caracalla, Elagabalus and  Alexander Severus from the period 
217–222. Of the gold coins with a hole or loop included in all three collections are 
55 specimens dated to the third century crisis — from Gordian III (AD 240) to the 
monetary reforms of Diocletian in AD 294. Of the latest coins, not including Byzan-
tine issues, there are 16, of which 12 are fourth century issues, three of them struck 
under Licinius I; and only four date from the fifth century, all but one being issues of 
Theodosius II. 

From the collector’s viewpoint the presence of holes or loops is undesirable. Coins 
which have them used to be and often still are considered as damaged, which lowers 
their value on the collectors’ market. Because of this, in the past there was a tendency 
to remove the loops; this was often done by experienced jewellers so the traces left 
by them can be detected only by a keen and expert eye. This explains why among the 
coins under discussion there is only a single specimen with a loop — nota bene, defi-

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nitely from the Stanislas August collection (Valentinian II). As to the holes, they were 
either hammered over (e.g., no. 43), filled in, or overlaid with gold foil (e.g., no. 44).

The fact that one had in one’s possession a gold coin with a hole or a loop was 
not something to be especially proud of; on the other hand, for East Central Europe 
it was not anything special either. From the point of view of antiquarians or numisma-
tists of the day, who treated the representations and inscriptions on coins as a direct 
source for the history of the classical period, presence of a hole or a  loop was an 
entirely secondary and irrelevant feature. It was presumably for this reason that ear-
lier descriptions (e.g. of Albertrandi) omit to mention them.

The most striking pieces in the coins under discussion are two unique medallions 
(a Valerian and a Licinius I), described on several occasions, a unique aureus of Sep-
timius Severus from AD 198 struck at Laodicea (no. 5) which altered dramatically our 
earlier understanding of the scope of activity of the Roman and Laodicean mints;12 an 
aureus of Maximianus Herculeus of a type unknown in RIC (no. 50); and a solidus of 
Valentinian II (no. 61) provided with an exquisitely granulated loop manufactured by 
an ancient Germanic goldsmith. Apart from the Maximianus Herculeus, all the other 
pieces were traced conclusively to the collection of Stanislas August and are certain to 
be finds from the territory of the Barbaricum, presumably from the area of the First 
Polish Republic.

Except for a specimen with an earlier incorrect attribution13 all the coins and 
medallions are published here according to the current inventory number which they 
have in the Museum of Ukrainian History, not always fully consistently with their 
chronological order. Each description is preceded by a 1:1 photograph of the coin. In 
cases where Albertrandi’s description of a given specimen in the collection of King 
Stanislas August was matched conclusively with a specimen from the collection in 
Kyïv, this fact is described as “Ex Royal Coll” and marked in bold and reference 
 literature is provided. However, in numerous other cases similar identification was 
not possible, owing to the excessively laconic descriptions and shortage of archival 
data; then, the bibliographic description is followed by a question mark or a reference. 
Although the provenance of the remaining coins could not be established we suspect 
that most of them originally belonged to the Stanislas August collection or the collec-
tions of the Krzemieniec School.

The coins or medallions, if of a known type, are attributed according to the corpus 
of the Roman Imperial Coinage (RIC). Additionally, a reference is made to the corpus 
of X.E. Calicó, for issues of Antoninus Pius to Licinius, and to G. Depeyrot (1995 and 
1996) for coins of Diocletian to Valentinian II. The rarity indication according to RIC 
and Calicó is given in square brackets, which may additionally indicate the rank of the 
numismatic collection of King Stanislas August.

We give a full description of the coins and medallions because many of them 
appear to diverge in some of their detail from descriptions found in RIC and other 
corpora, particularly in the appearance of their obverse images, which are noted in 
each individual case. This could be useful for authors of a new version of RIC, to help 
to correct errors and oversights found in the current edition.

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ZŁOTE MONETY I MEDALIONY RZYMSKIE 
ZAOPATRZONE W OTWORY LUB USZKA, PRZECHOWYWANE 
W MUZEUM NARODOWYM HISTORII UKRAINY W KIJOWIE

W opisywanym zbiorze złotych numizmatów rzymskich znajduje się łącznie 
61 monet i medalionów perforowanych (w jednym przypadku otwór jest podwójny, 
zapewne nowożytny) lub ze śladami po odjętych uszkach (w jednym tylko przypadku 
uszko jest zachowane)1. Wybito je od czasów Antonina Piusa (145–161) do Walen-
tyniana II (375–378). W otwory zaopatrzone są ponadto złote naśladownictwa bar-
barzyńskie oraz złote i elektronowe monety Królestwa Bosporańskiego (w zbiorze 
łącznie dziewięć egzemplarzy). Nie uwzględniono ich tutaj, gdyż nie ma podstaw dla 
wiązania ich z kolekcją króla Stanisława Augusta, choć nie jest całkiem wykluczone, 
że któryś egzemplarz z niej pochodził. Monety i medaliony z otworami i uszkami 
pochodzą najpewniej ze znalezisk z terenów Barbaricum, stąd prezentowane niżej ich 
osobne omówienie. 

Ze zbiorem królewskim2 możemy z całą pewnością wiązać co najmniej 34 numi-
zmaty, tj. przeszło 50% prezentowanych tu monet i medalionów. Bardzo możliwe, że 
także znaczna część pozostałych (27 egzemplarzy) pierwotnie należała do tej kolekcji, 
jednak brak zachowanych pełnych opisów czy rycin nie pozwala tego jednoznacznie 
stwierdzić. Jakaś — zapewne niewielka — część tych monet dostała się do prezen-
towanego zbioru w późniejszym okresie, w czasie jego przechowywania w Liceum 
w Krzemieńcu lub gdy dotarł już do Kijowa.

Zwyczaj wykonywania otworów w złotych monetach i medalionach, zasadniczo 
nieznany w obrębie Cesarstwa Rzymskiego3, pojawił się na obszarach Barbaricum 
w  III w. i rozwinął na szeroką skalę w drugiej jego połowie (faza C2 okresu póź-
norzymskiego)4. W czasach Tetrarchii zaczęły pojawiać się pierwsze uszka, które za 
dynastii Konstantynów zastąpiły otwory (faza C3 okresu późnorzymskiego). Obecność 
otworów a nawet uszek w monetach wcześniejszych, poczynając już od dynastii Anto-
ninów, wiąże się z długotrwałym obiegiem złota na terenach Cesarstwa i  zapewne 
jeszcze dłuższym jego użytkowaniem w Barbaricum. W początkach IV w. do per-
forowanych monet doczepiano często uszka, których nasada zakrywała otwór (tak 
zapewne nr 34 w naszym zbiorze). Na solidach z czasów późnych Konstantynów oraz 
dynastii Walentynianów otwory już zasadniczo nie występują. Nieliczne wyjątki były 
z reguły wykonane w czasach nowożytnych.

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Otwory umieszczone są niemal zawsze nad głową lub popiersiem cesarza (czasem 
z niewielkimi odchyleniami) i w związku z tym przebijane były od strony awersu, co 
miało istotne znaczenie zwłaszcza przy monetach o przeciwstawnych osiach. W wielu 
przypadkach, zapewne z powodów technicznych związanych ze znaczną grubością 
monety, otwory były przebijane obustronnie, tj. zazwyczaj zaczynano od awersu, 
a ostatecznie przebijano od strony rewersu. Otwory umieszczone w innym miejscu niż 
nad głową cesarza, a także podwójne przeciwstawne, można podejrzewać o pochodze-
nie nowożytne. W opisie monet pozycję otworu na awersie określono według tarczy 
zegara. 

W zbiorze Muzeum Historii Ukrainy wystąpiła niezwykle duża liczba złotych 
monet z otworami i uszkami. Wśród monet z 2. połowy III w. niemal wszystkie są 
perforowane. Prawidłowość ta wskazuje, że opisywany zbiór musiał być w znacznej 
mierze gromadzony z lokalnych znalezisk. Można pokusić się o sprecyzowanie teryto-
riów, z jakich pochodziły numizmaty. Pewną wskazówką są miejsca ich emisji. Wśród 
28 egzemplarzy datowanych na stulecie od Aureliana do Walentyniana II, tylko dwa 
pochodzą z mennicy zachodniej (Trewiru), pięć z Rzymu, a reszta to mennice połu-
dniowo-wschodnie i wschodnie, przy przewadze Antiochii i Cyzicus. Z dużym praw-
dopodobieństwem możemy zatem uznać, że numizmaty te pochodzą w większości 
z  tzw. gockiego horyzontu Dančeny-Brangstrup kultury wielbarskiej i czerniachow-
skiej, a  geograficznie rzecz ujmując, przede wszystkim z terenów północnej Ukra-
iny (w tym zwłaszcza Wołynia), wschodniego Mazowsza, Podlasia i Lubelszczyzny. 
Oczywiście nie można wykluczyć także innych obszarów, np. kultury przeworskiej, 
a  zwłaszcza terenów Małopolski, o czym świadczy pochodzenie medalionu Licyniu-
sza  I (nr 55). Natomiast stosunkowo niewielka liczba solidów z V w. wskazuje, że 
opisywany zbiór zapewne nie pochodził (czy też w niewielkim stopniu mógł pochodzić) 
z obszarów Pomorza. Chodzi zatem o obszary, które wchodziły do czasów rozbiorów 
w skład Rzeczypospolitej oraz późniejszego Królestwa Polskiego i guberni kijowskiej 
Cesarstwa Rosyjskiego. Z tych właśnie terenów mogły trafiać monety ze znalezisk do 
kolekcji Stanisława Augusta, Liceum Krzemienieckiego, a następnie Uniwersytetu im. 
Świętego Włodzimierza w Kijowie.

Monety z otworami i uszkami, mogące pochodzić ze znalezisk z tych samych 
terenów, odnotowano także m.in. w zbiorach Zakładu Narodowego im. Ossolińskich 
we Wrocławiu5 oraz w dawnym zbiorze Charkowskiego Uniwersytetu Cesarskiego, 
którego dziś spodziewać się można w Narodowym Uniwersytecie Charkowskim 
im. Wasyla Karazina6. Ilustrują one zatem identyczne zjawisko, jakie obserwujemy 
w  przypadku złotych numizmatów w kolekcji kijowskiej. W zbiorach wrocławskich 
przechowywanych jest obecnie 12 złotych monet rzymskich z otworami — po jednym 
egzemplarzu Nerona7, Antonina Piusa8, Postumusa9, Probusa, Karynusa, Teodozju-

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sza  II i Walentyniana III oraz pięć egzemplarzy Trajana Decjusza, z których jeden, 
wybity dla Herenii Etruscylli, zaopatrzony jest we dwa otwory. W Ossolineum znaj-
duje się ponadto znaleziony przed kilku laty, zaopatrzony w uszko i ramkę tremissis 
Teodozjusza II10.

W zbiorze charkowskim w początkach XX w. znajdowało się osiem aureusów 
zaopatrzonych w otwory: po jednym Antonina Piusa, Faustyny Starszej, Gordiana III 
i Trajana Decjusza oraz po dwa Heliogabala i Karynusa. Kolekcję uzupełniały: solid 
Konstantyna Wielkiego z mennicy w Trewirze zaopatrzony w uszko i solid Teodozju-
sza II z otworem11. Co ciekawe, w zbiorze Charkowskiego Uniwersytetu Imperator-
skiego tylko cztery złote monety wybite do panowania Honoriusza nie miały otworów, 
przy czym nie można wykluczyć, że przynajmniej niektóre z nich były zaopatrzone 
pierwotnie w — odjęte później — uszka.

Łączna struktura chronologiczna numizmatów zaopatrzonych w otwory i uszka 
z trzech opisywanych wyżej kolekcji przedstawia się zatem następująco: z I w. po Chr. 
pochodzi aureus Nerona z kolekcji Ossolineum, natomiast z II w. po Chr. — osiem 
monet, z których pięć wybito za panowania Antonina Piusa a dwa w czasie rzą-
dów Septymiusza Sewera, w latach 198–200. Cztery aureusy, zaopatrzone następnie 
w otwory, wybito dla cesarzy: Karakalli, Heliogabala oraz Aleksandra Sewera w latach 
217–222. Zdecydowanie najwięcej złotych monet z otworami i uszkami, znajdujących 
się we wszystkich analizowanych zbiorach, datowanych jest na okres kryzysu III w. po 
Chr. — łącznie 55 egzemplarzy od Gordiana III (240 r. po Chr.) do reformy mone-
tarnej Dioklecjana z 294 r. po Chr. Najpóźniejszych monet, z wyłączeniem bizan-
tyjskich, jest  16, z czego na IV w. przypada 12, w tym trzy Licyniusza I, zaś tylko 
cztery pochodzą z V w. po Chr., w tym wszystkie poza jedną należą do emisji Teodo-
zjusza II. 

Z punktu widzenia kolekcjonerskiego obecność otworów czy uszek przy mone-
tach jest niepożądana. Monety takie były i często nadal są traktowane jako poważnie 
uszkodzone, co obniża ich wartość na rynku kolekcjonerskim. Dlatego też w dawnych 
znaleziskach uszka były z reguły odejmowane, częstokroć przez wytrawnych jubilerów, 
i ślad po nich może dostrzec jedynie bystre i wprawne oko. Z tej przyczyny w opisywa-
nej kolekcji zachował się tylko jeden egzemplarz z uszkiem, nota bene pochodzący bez 
wątpienia z kolekcji Stanisława Augusta (Walentynian II). Natomiast otwory starano 
się zaklepywać (np. nr 43), wypełniać lub przykrywać złotą blaszką (np. nr 44).

Fakt posiadania złotej monety z otworem czy uszkiem nie stanowił zatem z jednej 
strony powodu do szczególnej dumy nowożytnego kolekcjonera, z drugiej zaś na tere-
nach Europy Środkowo-Wschodniej nie był też niczym szczególnym. Z punktu widze-
nia ówczesnych starożytników czy numizmatyków, traktujących wyobrażenia i legendy 
na monetach jako bezpośrednie źródło do historii antyku, przeróbki takie stanowiły 
cechę drugorzędną i zupełnie nieistotną. Z tego też zapewne powodu fakt ich istnienia 
był w dawniejszych opisach (np. Albertrandiego) pomijany.

Do najciekawszych egzemplarzy w opisywanym zbiorze należą oba unikatowe 
medaliony (Waleriana i Licyniusza I), kilkakrotnie już opisywane, unikatowy aureus 
Septymiusza Sewera ze 198 r. bity w Laodycei (nr 5), zmieniający dotychczasowe usta-

Prezentowane egzemplarze opisano, z jednym wyjątkiem błędnie określonego 
emitenta13, w kolejności numerów inwentarzowych, jakie noszą one obecnie (2010 r.) 
w Muzeum Historii Ukrainy, nie zawsze z pełnym zachowaniem kolejności chronolo-
gicznej. Powyżej opisu każdego egzemplarza zamieszczono współczesne jego zdjęcie 
w skali 1:1. W przypadkach, gdy opisy Albertrandiego pozwoliły na jednoznaczną 
identyfikację egzemplarzy z kolekcji kijowskiej z monetami pochodzącymi z kolekcji 
Stanisława Augusta, zaznaczono ten fakt wytłuszczonym drukiem, dodając literaturę. 
W wielu innych przypadkach taka identyfikacja nie była jednak możliwa ze względu na 
zbyt lakoniczne opisy i brak danych archiwalnych — wówczas po opisie bibliograficz-
nym dodany jest znak zapytania lub odsyłacze. Choć nie udało się ustalić proweniencji 
pozostałych monet, to można jednak sądzić, że większość z nich pochodziła ze zbiorów 
królewskich lub krzemienieckich.

Numizmaty, o ile miały swoje odpowiedniki, określano według korpusu The 
Roman Imperial Coinage (RIC). Dodatkowo odsyłano do korpusów X.E. Calicó dla 
monet od Antonina Piusa do Licyniusza oraz G. Depeyrot (1995 i 1996) dla monet od 
Dioklecjana do Walentyniana II. W nawiasach kwadratowych podano za RIC i Calicó 
stopień rzadkości poszczególnych egzemplarzy, co może dodatkowo wskazywać na 
rangę kolekcji numizmatycznej Stanisława Augusta.

Zdecydowano się na przedstawienie pełnych opisów monet ze względu na fakt, iż 
na wielu z nich zaobserwowano pewne różnice w stosunku do opisów prezentowanych 
w korpusach, zwłaszcza odstępstwa w wyglądzie portretu na awersie, co każdorazowo 
zaznaczano. Może to być przydatne dla autorów sporządzanej obecnie nowej wersji 
RIC, w celu uniknięcia znajdujących się w dotychczasowej edycji błędów czy prze-
oczeń.
