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The genus Meloidogyne Goldi, 1872, or root-knot nematodes, represent a relatively small but econom-
ically important group of obligate plant parasites. They are distributed worldwide, and more than eighty
nominal species have been described so far. Twenty species have been detected in Europe, from them
some are on quarantine lists.

This book is a synthesis of our knowledge of European root-knot nematode species, from taxonomi-
cal point of view.
